Day 1 – Travel, probably to L’Hospitalet-pres-l’Andorre – night in hotel

Day 2 – Climb Pic de la Cabaneta (2818m) en route to Refugi Juclar.
Day 3 – Return to valley via 2 cols and portella de Siscar and Pic Nerassol (2633m)
Day 4 –
 Day ascent of Pic de la Font Blanca (2903m) from El Serrat
Day 5 –  Ascend to the Refugi Sorteny and ascend Turo del Forn (2662m) .
Day 6 – Climb Pic de la Serrera (2912m) and return to the refuge. 

Day 7 – Climb Pic de L’Estanyo (2915m) and return to the valley.

I am researching options carefully and this may vary a little, although the bulk of it will stay the same!

There may be some tricky mountain sections on this tour. Everyone should be familiar with crampons, ice-axe and harschiesen.

Plan on around £40/day for the hotels; the huts may be unwardened; I am checking this. There are three nights in these huts. 

Equipment: usual touring gear including skis, skins, harschiesen, transceiver, shovel, ice axe and crampons. Harnesses could be taken if desired as there may be one or two rope-protected descents from cols but they are not essential.

Insurance: a suitable travel insurance including helicopter rescue is compulsory.

I will book refuges as necessary along with the hotels. I will also provide gear lists if required and nearer the time we can arrange what group equipment we need.
