JOTUNHEIMEN TRAVERSE 2022
PROPOSED ITINERARY
Day 1 – Travel, to Vagamo via Oslo (Plane) then probably hire car.
Day 2 – Taxi to Gjendesheim hut and possible day ascent of Heimsdalshoe (1843m) – 1000m/5km.
Day 3 – Traverse to Memurubu via Besshoe (2258m). In bad weather an alternative along the Gjende lake is possible. The full route is 16km/1260m.
Day 4 –
 Head north over Surtningssue (2368m) to the Glitterheim hut. 18km/1400m. An alternative marked bad weather route exists.
Day 5 – Ascent of Glittertinden (2465m) and descent to Spiterstulen. 14km/1100m. As on other days, a marked bad weather alternative exists.
Day 6 – Ascent of Galdhoppigen (2469m), highest summit in Norway, and then traverse to Leirvassbu by one of three possible routes. 17km/1800m max. A shorter bad weather route is also possible!
Day 7 – Exit to the North down valley (approx. 10km) to road head and return to Vagamo.
Day 8 – Return travel home

Dates:
Saturday 26th March – Saturday 2nd April 2022 
Travel:
Flight to Oslo then either a joint car hire or train and bus with local taxis
 Maps:
Norwegian maps 1:25000 numbers 2643, 2655, 2757 and 2759 or 1:50000 numbers 2503 and 2505. These maps are excellent quality on waterproof paper BUT they are VERY expensive. The Norwegian mapping service produces online maps which can be downloaded and printed but it is tricky to get coverage unless one has an A3 printer or enjoys jigsaws!
Standard:
E3, S3, M2
Plan on around £60-70/day for the hotels; the huts should be largely wardened; I am checking this. However, if they are not then a DNT key will allow us to access them and make use of the food stores available in exchange for suitable payment. A SHEET SLEEPING BAG IS MANDATORY FOR ALL HUTS AND APPROPRIATE COVID-19 PROTECTION, SUCH AS HAND SANITISER AND POSSIBLY MASK.
Equipment: Usual touring gear including skis, skins, harschiesen, transceiver, shovel, ice axe and crampons. I am not anticipating any major use of a rope.
Insurance: A suitable travel insurance including helicopter rescue is compulsory. DO NOT FORGET MEDICAL COVER AS BOTH WE AND NORWAY ARE NOT IN THE EU.
I will book refuges as necessary along with any hotels/hostels in Vagamo. I will also provide gear lists if required and nearer the time we can arrange what group equipment we need.
