Reschen Seniors Meet – 1st to 8th March 2024


Dates

Meet dates are 1-8 Mar (Fri-Fri). This is aimed to reduce costs for those who aren’t constrained by the working week. However, if Fri to Fri is difficult you could do Sat to Sat without losing much.

General Objectives

This is a joint Eagle Ski Club and Alpine Ski Club meet, for members or guests invited by members. There will be no pre-arranged touring programme, but it is intended to enable a range of activity from ski touring on full day tours to purely social activity and everything between.

Activities available range from small resort 'piste touring' i.e. a mixture of low key piste skiing, using the lifts to do (short) day tours, with the opportunity for longer day tours. There is also snow shoeing, cross country skiing, skating on the lake, or pottering without skiing at all.
Location and Travel

Reschen is just over the Italian border from Austria and also very close to Switzerland. The nearest train station in Austria is Landeck on the Zurich to Innsbruck line. From Landeck there are buses to Reschen but do involve changes. The easiest alternate is a taxi from Landeck or Innsbruck. For a group of 3 or 4 this is fairly economic.

Also useful is the Austrian Alpenvereinskarte 30/4 (25k) for the Otztaler alpen Nauderer Berge north of Reschen. Nauders skiing can be easily reached by ski bus from the hotel.
Accommodation
Hotel Reschnerhof, Reschen. www.reschnerhof.it
The half board includes breakfast buffet and dinner. Rooms all have shower/WC, Flat TV with dig. Sat, phone. The hotel has its own parking area, sun terrace with a view to the mountains, and in-house bar.

The wellness area has a Finnish sauna, infrared cabin and a solarium. The sauna towels are free, bathrobes can be rented for a deposit. 

The ski bus stops in front of the hotel for access to the three ski areas Schöneben, Nauders and Haider Alm. The beginner lift is just opposite the hotel, and the cross-country-sky run passes nearby.

Bookings
The hotel has been inflexible in assisting with a group booking, and with a 40% deposit I’ve decided not to make such a booking.

Therefore room bookings need to be made directly on the hotel website here: Reschnerhof online booking
I’ve had some difficulty with the booking process as selecting a different month repeatedly takes me back to the start. Although English is already selected, clicking Eng on the right hand side as this screenshot seems to allow the form to work as intended. 
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There are 10 rooms currently free on 1st and 2nd Floors. There are 3 more rooms on 3rd Floor. Note that rooms on 3rd Floor don't have a balcony, and there is no elevator.
There are only 2 rooms which can be used as twin – see the sofa bed in the photos on the website. 

If you’d like a single room, this is only cheaper for Basic rooms, and there is only a slight discount even for those.

Note their Cancellation and Payment Policy which is quite onerous, but fits our earlier experience in Reschen so appears to be the local standard.
Cancellation and Payment Policy

The right of withdrawal as laid down in the Consumers Code is not contemplated - however, we are willing to apply the following conditions for withdrawal.
For cancellations made up to 90 days prior to arrival, 40% of the total booking will be charged.
For cancellations within 89 to 30 days prior to arrival, 60% of the total booking will be charged.
For cancellations within 29 to 9 days prior to arrival, 70% of the total booking will be charged.
For cancellations within 8 days prior to arrival, 100% of the total booking will be charged.
In case of early departure, late arrival or no-show, we will charge a cancellation fee of 100% of the amount paid for the missing days.

At the moment of reservation, you must pay a deposit of 40% via credit card or bank transfer. In case of cancellation, the deposit will be kept entirely by the accommodation. Alternatively, the total amount can be paid immediately by credit card or bank transfer. For bookings made within 20 day/s prior to arrival, the full amount must be paid immediately via credit card.

90 days prior to arrival: 03/12/2023
30 days prior to arrival: 01/02/2024

There is “Trip cancellation and interruption insurance” available at 88 euros to cover loss of room costs because of cancellation or curtailment, but note this only covers your own medical problems not those of a close relative.
Local Facilities

There is a ski shop in Reschen, Intersport Sport Folie, which is 500m from the Reschnerhof. They hire downhill and some touring equipment, snowshoes, ice skates and cross country skis.

Insurance & Available Professional Support

All participants are responsible personally for their safety and that of others on the hill.

It is essential that all participating hold their own

· 3rd Party insurance, either by membership of the ASC or ESC which both benefit from insurance through Mountaineering Scotland, or by equivalent BMC insurance through another club, or other national sports organisation.

· rescue (piste and touring), and medical insurance, without undesirable restrictions for off-piste skiing. This is available for example through membership of the Austrian Alpine Club.

There is no professional guide support for the party and the co-ordinators are not qualified or legally permitted to act as leaders, guides or instructors.   Suggestions and comments from the co-ordinators in relation to possible tours, are based only on personal experience.

Meet Applications

Please start by contacting the organiser to advise of your interest. Your place is secured by booking a room online at Reschnerhof online booking. Obviously solo skiers need to liaise with friends and/or the organiser before doing so.

Application forms should also be completed to ensure the organiser has all relevant information: 

· ASC participants should apply through the ASC website, with guests being applied for by a member, in order be covered by club insurance for 3rd Party liability.
