Ability and Skills Required for this Expedition

Antarctica does not require extreme levels of skills and experience, but members will need to be competent skiers and have some glacier and mountain experience. Ski ascents may be both single-day ascents from the yacht, and multi-day ascents from a base camp on a high glacier, which will be established using lightweight sleds.

Essential Requirements: 

· able to ski off-piste in a variety of snow conditions, including breakable crust, heavy snow, powder and icy conditions.

· able to ski slopes up to 35° and follow a precise line in crevassed areas.

· Previous experience of using a touring set-up, skinning, use of ski crampons and kick-turns.

· Comfortable skiing all day (6-8 hours and 800-1200m vertical) with only short breaks. 

· familiar with roped travel across glacial terrain and knowledge of crevasse rescue techniques.

· experience of using ice axe and crampons and able to take coils on a rope.

· being a small, isolated group means that everyone will need to contribute to the team working as a group.

· Be organised and efficient when operating in confined spaces (yacht and tents) without people waiting in cold or difficult conditions.

Desirable Skills: 

· ability to ascend 1200 to 1800m daily using skis at a pace of 300m per hour.

· You must make sure that you are adequately insured for all medical, rescue, repatriation & third party risks and costs, and acknowledge that a rescue may be instigated without consultation with you or prior notice to your insurer.

· The skipper, crew and expedition leader of the expedition do not accept any responsibility for any accidents, misadventure, loss, breakage of equipment occasioned by the expedition or participants.
· This is not a guided expedition- all expedition members are expected to contribute to decision-making and help with watches while sailing, cooking, etc..
· You will be responsible for the loss of or damage to your own possessions or any equipment hired or loaned to you.

· You agree to promptly pay your personal contribution to the cost of the expedition and acknowledge that, if you are unable to participate, your payments may only be refunded if a replacement can be found or at the discretion of the expedition organisers.

· You agree that, if selected for the expedition, sections 1, 4, 6, 7, 8 and 9 of this Application Form may be shared with the other expedition members.

· The selection of applicants rests solely with the expedition leader.

Payments

The cost of the expedition is $18,975 USD (based on a team of 6) or $16,265 USD based on a team of 7.
If selected for the expedition, payments will be required as follows:

· $5,000: Deposit ASAP to secure a place on the expedition

· Outstanding balance by July 31 2020.
The Price

The price includes:

· All yacht charter costs and necessary port fees and permits. 

· All food aboard the yacht (except energy/muesli bars and dehydrated meals for camping). 
· Limited alcoholic drinks on board (equivalent to one beer or glass of wine with meals when not sailing)
· Yacht Skipper and Mate.
· Use of 4 Current Designs ‘storm’ kayaks, drysuits and associated safety gear. 

· Use of the yacht’s short range VHF Radios for shore parties to yacht communications. 

· Access to yacht satellite phone and email facilities (usage fees apply). 

· Group medical and emergency survival equipment aboard the yacht. 

· Yacht safety equipment. 

· All yacht charter costs and necessary port fees and permits (except South Georgia visitor fee). 
The price does not include:

· Air flights or ground transport to the departure point of the sailing voyage (Ushuaia). 

· Personal clothing and equipment. 

· Meals and drinks in Ushuaia. 
· Hotel or Cabana in Ushuaia. This is approx $50-60 USD per night. I will try to book a couple of cabanas for us all.

· Personal travel, travel cancellation, medical and rescue insurance. 

· Emergency rescue, evacuation or medical charges. 

· Any charges incurred due to late return of the group to Ushuaia

· Personal medications. 

· Personal use of satellite communications equipment. 

· Cost of visas for Argentina, vaccinations, excess baggage, airport taxes or departure taxes. 

· Freeze dried meals for multi-day ski-mountaineering trips.
